Truths:

1.  Its  part and parcel of your life   after you  have made the choice  to believe in  and live a Godly life  in Jesus Christ.
   2 Timothy 3:12    There is nothing uncommon about suffering for a Christian as all   
    who desire to live a Godly life in Christ Jesus will be persecuted.


2.   Angels are always with you,you are never alone       Psalm 91:11 
 God will give His angels charge over you to accompany and defend and preserve you
 in all your ways.
Psalm 103:20 Bless the Lord because His angels listen to His voice when He dispatched them to you to obey His commandments.

3.   Give thanks       1 Thessalonians 5:18  
 Give thanks in all circumstances, because that is the will of God for you in Christ Jesus. 

4.   Fear not but rely on God     Isaiah 41:9,10 
 He has chosen you.    Fear not, there is nothing to fear, for I am with you; do not look   
         around you in terror and be worried or upset; for I am your God,   I will strengthen  
      you, I will harden you to difficulties, yes, I will help you; yes. I will continue to 
      hold you up with My righteous right hand

5.   It’s a privilege to stand firm and still spread the Word       Acts 5:41,42  
They went out rejoicing that they were counted worthy and dignified to suffer shame  and to be exposed to disgrace for His name sake, and never ceased for a single day to teach and proclaim the good news of Jesus Christ.

     Do not be anxious about anything, but in everything, by prayer and petition, with   
       thanksgiving, present your requests to God.  And the peace of God, which 
       transcends all understanding, will guard your hearts and your minds in Christ Jesus

  9.  The glory that awaits us    Romans 8:18 
  I am convinced that any suffering we endure is less than nothing compared to the glory   
  that is about to be unveiled within us.

Why does God allow trials and tribulations happen to us ?

1. To know His plan of action for us to obey.
2. To experience God’s love for us.
3. To find peace in His presence.
4. To know God yearns you to grow a genuine relationship with Him.
5. To strengthen your relationship with Him.
6. To check your genuineness of your faith.
7. To empower us to act and serve.
8. To pray perseveringly.
9. To make you aware of His angels around you.
10. To walk in forgiveness.
11. To teach you to give thanks.
12. He wants us to meditate on the Word and how to react.
